Introduction

Jordan signed and ratified on the Internationd
Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities
during {2007-2008} (1), and it has been for it a genera
obligation to ensure and promote the full realization of
al human rights without any kind of discrimination
based on their disability. One of the rights confirmed
by the Convention in Article (23) is the right of the
persons with disabilities to marry and to form a family
and have children (Sexual life). Although the persons
with disabilities in Jordan have the right to marry, form
a family and have children, there are many issues
related to this right, which may prevent them from
marriage, forming a family and having children
(Sexua life). Talking about the sexual life of Persons
with Intellectual Disability (PWID) is an argument in
Eastern societies because many people believe that the
(PWID) are not aware of sexud life (2, 3) and it isa
shame to tak about sexua life in these societies.
According to the sexua life of (PWID), there is an
indication that the (PWID) are at risk of sexua abuse
and sexual disease more than others (2, 3,4, 5, 6, 7, 8,
9) so, some people sterilize their children with 1D,
especidly for girls with 1D by their hysterectomy.
Also, because there is an indication that the inability
some of (PWID) to express or defend themselves when
they exposed to sexual harassment and abuse, and
some (PWID) want to marry and have children, so they
need teaching them topics of sex education (2, 3, 10),
but there is problem in lack of sex education programs
for persons with 1D and the existing cultural and socia
barriers that prevent the sex education program in the
centers of special education (2, 3, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14,
15, 16), and there are many concerns that prevent these
programs from being offered in specia education
centers. These concerns are: Shying, fear of spoiling
children with ID, many people believe that the (PWID)
are not aware of sexuality and that sex education aerts
them to it, the ineffectiveness of sex education
programs, or the difficulty of evauating of these
programs, the attitudes of families of (PWID) and
teachers of specia education towards teaching of sex
education topics for persons with ID and the lack of
training teachers of special education in (pre or during

This study sheds light on the sexua life issues of

(PWID) which related to the marriage and having

children for them in Jordan. And these issues are:

(sterilization of women and girls with ID, sex

education of (PWID), the marriage of (PWID) and

abortion of women with ID). So the questions of the
study are:

1. What are the attitudes of the Jordanians towards
the hysterectomy for girlswith ID?

2. What are the attitudes of the Jordanians teachers
of specid education towards teaching sex
education topics for (PWID)?

3. What are the attitudes of the Jordanians towards
the marriage of Persons with mild ID?

4. What are the attitudes of the Jordanians towards
the abortion of deformed fetuses?

Sterilization of girls or women with ID in Jordan:

Two studies were conducted in Jordan on the
sterilization of girls and women with ID by
hysterectomy. AlJaradeen, AlTarawneh and, Etawi
(17) conducted a study about the attitudes of mothers
towards hysterectomy for their daughters with ID and
the motives for the hysterectomy. This study addressed
the concept of hysterectomy of girls and women with
Intellectual disability and types of the hysterectomy.
According to this study, hysterectomy is defined as
removing the uterus of a woman, so that they become
unable to have children and stop menstruation. There
are two types of hysterectomy; the first type includes
removing the uterus while keeping the ovaries and
Fallopian tubes. The second type includes removing
the uterus, cervix, top vaginag, Fallopian tubes, and
ovaries. The study reviewed various views about the
hysterectomy of girls and women with intellectua
disability. Religiously, it is not permissible to
hysterectomy of girls and women with intellectual
disability. Now, there is a fatwa’ from General Iftaa’
Department (GID) of Jordan in resolution No 194
which states that the prohibition of removing the uterus
of challenged girls. This resolution confirmed that it is
the duty of their parents and guardians to protect them

from any harm. Society should also protect them
againgt different types of abuse through taking dl the
necessary measures which guarantee that because it is
the right of the weak to be protected and failure to
perform that role makes the aforesaid parties sinful and
that sin multiplies every time he/she (The challenged)
is being abused. Therefore, families that are afflicted
with challenged children, as well as society, should
exercise patience when dealing with them and seek the
recompense from Allah (18). Legaly, there is an
indication that the hysterectomy of girls with ID
without their knowledge is a crime must be punished
by law. Medically, the hysterectomy of girlswith ID is
serious and has long-term adverse effects on girls’
health (17, 19). The study sample consisted of (97)
mothers of girls with ID aged between (5-29) years.
The instrument of this study was developed by
researchers and it consisted from (24) items to assess
the attitudes of mothers towards hysterectomy for their
daughters with 1D and one open-ended question to
know the motives for the hysterectomy of girls with ID
from the viewpoint of their mothers. The content
validity of the instrument of this study was established,
also was computed the reiability of instrument of
study by Cronbach aphas formula it was (0.7899).
The results showed that mothers were against
hysterectomy of their daughter with ID. And there are
no significant differences in the attitudes due to the age
of girl with the ID, girl’s rank in the family, the degree
of girl’s disability, educational level of the mother, age
of mother, place of residence of family, income, and
the number of family members. Also, the results
indicated that the most important causes of
hysterectomy of girls with ID from the viewpoint of
mothers of girls with ID are: fear of rape, mothers’
relief from taking continuous care of their daughter
with ID, fear from illegad pregnancy, avoiding
embarrassment and reducing pains of Menstruation.
The second study in Jordan was conducted by
AlBustanji, Bdour & Beirat (19), indicated that In
Jordan about (64) hysterectomies are performed
annually in Jordan for girls with ID according to the
higher council for rights of persons with disabilities;
however, there are no accurate figures available until
now (20).

families” degree of acceptance of having a
hysterectomy performed on their daughters with ID. It
also aimed to investigate the effect of age of the girl
with ID, type of 1D, the degree of disability, gender of
parent, educational level of parent and income level.
The study sample consisted of (329) parents of girls
with ID (112 fathers and 217 mothers). The
questionnaire of this study was developed by
researchers and it consisted of (21) items to achieve
ams of this study. The face validity of the
questionnaire of this study was established, aso
computed the reliahility of this study by Cronbach
aphas formula it was (0.84), and it was computed by
test-retest, the correlation between the first time for
application of the questionnaire and the second time
was (0.91). The results showed that the overdl
participants’ degree of acceptance of having a
hysterectomy performed on their daughters with
intellectual disabilities was low. And there were
significant differences in the degree of acceptance of
having the hysterectomy performed on their daughter
with 1D due to the age of the girls with ID, the gender
of the parent of the girls with ID, the degree of
disability of the girls with ID, level of education of
parent and level of income. Also, there were no
significant differences in the degree of acceptance of
having the hysterectomy performed on their daughter
with ID due to the type of disability of the girls with
ID. The last thing, this study confirmed the importance
of teaching the topic of sex education for the girls with
ID.

In general, the results of the studies were consistent
with each other in their rejection of hysterectomy for
the girls with ID, because both studies were conducted
in Jordan. Both studies indicated that it was necessary
to teach topics of sex education for (PWID), to protect
them from sexual abuse and exploitation and make
them able to express if exposed to it. The last thing,
both of studies indicated that the hysterectomy would
not prevent the girls with ID from being raped sexually
abused, and it may increase the risk that girls with ID
are being raped.

Sex Education for (PWID) in Jordan:

There are two studies were conducted in Jordan about
sex education for persons with ID. The first study
which conducted by Etawi & AlTarawneh (2), it aimed
to identify attitudes of femae teachers towards
teaching sex education topics for persons with ID in
Jordan, and it aimed to investigate the effect of some
variables (educational level of teacher, specialization,
experience, and age of teacher) on these attitudes. In
this study, sex education has been defined it is a form
of education which is provided (PWID) information
and experiences about sexual issues as much as his
physical, mental, emotional and social development
within the framework of religious values and socid
norms and moral values in society (10). The study of
Etawi & AlTarawneh (2) indicated that the persons
with 1D need the sex education programs more than
others; because they are exposed to higher rates of
sexual abuse and harassment comparing with others.
According to this study, the most important topics of
sex education for persons with ID are: Knowing his
sex, wearing appropriate clothing for his sex,
identifying the sex of other people, use appropriate
pronouns for his sex, use the toilet properly,
knowledge of the anatomical structure of both the male
and female body, information about puberty,
information about hygiene during menstrual for girls
with ID and preparing for marriage. The study talked
about the importance of teaching of sex education
topics for persons with ID, it is a help the persons with
ID to protect themselves from the risk of sexud
harassment, abuse, and diseases. Also, help them to
express when exposed to sexual harassment and abuse.
And help the girls with ID to take care of themselves
during menstruation also preparing the persons with ID
to marry and have children. In this study, there is an
indication to the lack of sex education programs for
persons with intellectua disability in Jordan, their
families resorted to sterilization such as hysterectomy
of girls with ID. There is a confirmation on the
importance of collaborating families of (PWID) with
teachers to present of sex education for their children
with ID and the importance of attitudes and acceptance
teachers of specia education to teach topics of sex

(178) female teachers of specid education. The
questionnaire of this study was developed by
researchers and it consisted of (14) itemsto achieve the
aims of this study. The content and internal construct
validity of the questionnaire of this study were
established, aso computed the reliability of the
questionnaire by Cronbach aphas formula, it was
(0.689) and it computed by split- half, it was (r=
0.769). The results of this study indicated that the
attitudes of female teachers of special education in
Jordan towards the teaching of sex education topics
were positive. And there are no statistically significant
differences in the attitudes of femae teachers of
special education towards the teaching of sex education
topics due to educational level and age of teacher.
Also, There are statisticaly significant differences in
the attitudes of female teachers of specia education
towards the teaching of sex education topics due to the
specialization and experience of the teacher.

The second study about teaching the sex education
topics for (PWID) in Jordan was conducted by
AlTarawneh (3). It aimed to identify the attitudes of
the female teachers of specia education (pre-service
and during- service) towards teaching sex education
topics for (PWID), this study indicated that there are
many reasons make (PWID) need sex education
programs more than others, these reasons are;

- The (PWID) are exposed to higher rates of sexua
abuse and harassment and sexual diseases comparing
with others. So, they need the sex education programs
more than others.

- Adolescents with ID have sexual desires, such as
adolescents without the disability, they have physicd,
psychologica and sexual changes during adolescence,
and they need sex education programs to cope with
these changes. Also, the (PWID) face problems in
forming misconceptions about puberty, because of the
lack of sex education (3, 15).

- Many (PWID) want to marry and have children like
others without ID and this require the presence of sex
education programs to them.

Despite the need to teach sex education topics for
(PWID), there are many concerns that prevent these
programs from being offered in special education

These concerns are: Shying, fear of spoiling
children with ID, many people believe that the (PWID)
are not aware of sexuality and that sex education aerts
them to it, the ineffectiveness of sex education
programs, or the difficulty of evaluaing of these
programs, the attitudes of families of (PWID) and
teachers of special education towards teaching of sex
education topics for (PWID) and the lack of training
teachers of specid education in (pre or during —
service) to teach sex education topics for (PWID), the
study sample consisted of (269) female teachers of
special education, (91 pre-service and 178 during
service). The researcher used the questionnaire which
was used in the study of Etawi & AlTarawneh (2), it
consisted of (14) items to assess the attitudes of
teachers of special education towards the teaching of
sex education topics for (PWID). The results of this
study indicated that the attitudes of female teachers of
special education (Pre and during service) in Jordan
towards teaching of sex education topics were positive
and there are datistically significant differences
between the female teachers in the attitudes due to
stage of the training (pre-service and during service) to
favor female teachers during service. In general, both
studies confirmed to the importance of teaching of sex
education topics for (PWID), and the importance of the
attitudes to the families of (PWID) and teachers of
specia education towards the teaching of these topics.
Both studies indicated that the sex education programs
help (PWID) to marry and have children. Finally, both
studies confirmed the importance of training for the
teachers of specid education in (pre and during —
service) to teach sex education topics for persons with
disabilities.

The marriage of the (PWID) in Jordan:

There is one study was conducted in Jordan about the
marriage of (PWID) by Etawi & AlTarawneh (10).
This study indicated that the marriage and having
children are a right of the (PWID), and there are
(6.7%) of (PWID) in Jordan are married this is a few
percentages. There are persons, who support the
marriage of (PWID) because the marriage helps to
integrate (PWID) into their communities, and there is

an indication that marriage of (PWID) helps them to
improve their abilities and living independence; aso it
meets their sexual needs. The last thing, when the
(PWID) get married, they find someone to take care of
them in the future. (50.9%) of Jordanians refuse
marriage for (PWID) for many causes, these causes are
the negative attitudes towards (PWID), some people
believe that the (PWID) are not aware of sexua issues
due to lack of sex education, fear from having children
with ID by (PWID) when they marry. However, not al
cases of ID are genetic and some (PWID) having
children without any disabilities. Also, some people
fear from the fail marriage of (PWID). But there are
studies indicated that the percentage of divorce among
(PWID) is the same as the percentage of divorce of the
persons without I1D. The study talked about different
views on the marriage of (PWID), religioudy, most
people in Jordan are Muslims so, from an Islamic
perspective there are no religious barriers to marriage
of (PWID) provided that the spouse with ID does not
constitute a danger to the other, and knowing the fact
of the disability of spouse with ID. Finaly, the
marriage of (PWID) correlates with the degree of
disability; the marriage of persons with severe and
profound ID is not allowed. For medica opinion, there
are factors that must be taken considered before
alowing the marriage of (PWID) such as the degree of
disability, is the disability genetic or due to chronic
illness? And only persons with a mild ID can marry
and they should be supervised by parents.
Psychologicaly, the (PWID) need psychological
support and counseling services to achieve marita
adjustment. The study sample consisted of (822)
persons (male= 395 and femde = 427). The
questionnaire of this study was developed by
researchers and it consisted of (23) items to achieve
aims of this study. The content and internal construct
validity of the questionnaire of this study were
established, also computed the reliability by Cronbach
aphas formula, it was (0.852). The findings of this
study indicated that the percentage of Jordanians who
refused marriage for persons with mild ID was
(50.9%). And there are datistically significant
differences between the Jordanians in the attitudes
towards the marriage of persons with mild ID due to

the age; there are no statistically significant differences
between Jordanians in the attitudes due to gender,
educationd level and the existence of the disability in
the individual’s family.

Briefly, this study indicated that the marriage and have
children are right for the (PWID), and there are
different opinions about the marriage of (PWID)
indicated that the persons with mild ID can marry and
have children without any disabilities, and this requires
teaching sex education topics for (PWID) to meet the
different requirements of marriage.

Abortion of women with ID in Jordan:

There is an indication that a large percentage of
Jordanians believe that when the (PWID) marry, they
will have children with ID or that the fetuses of women
with ID will be deformed (2, 10, 21). So, most
Jordanians support the abortion of women with 1D
because there is a high probability that the fetus may
be deformed or they have children with ID or inability
to care of their children when they are born (21).

There are studies in Jordan indicated that the pregnant
women are aborted because of their health conditions
or inability to care for their children. This appliesto the
women with ID (17, 21). Generdly, in Jordan the
abortion is not religioudy or legally permissible
because of the woman’s disability. And it is allowed if
the pregnancy is a risk to the physicad and
psychologica hedth of mothers. In the study of
AlTarawneh (21), which aimed to know the attitudes of
Jordanians towards the abortion of deformed fetuses,
and it aimed to investigate the effect of some variables
on these attitudes. The results indicated that the
percentage Jordanians who refused abortion deformed
fetuses is (43.5%). There are statisticaly significant
differences in the attitudes toward abortion deformed
fetuses due to the gender, and there are no statistically
significant differences between Jordanians in the
attitudes due to the age, educational level and existence
of a disability in the individual’s family.

Method

A research synthesis was conducted to review studies
in Jordan which talked about the sexual issues for
(PWID), and these issues in this study are: sterilization
for (PWID) especidly (hysterectomy for girls with ID),
teaching sex education topics for (PWID), Marriage of
(PWID) and having children and abortion of pregnant
women with ID. And it talked about different
Jordanian opinions about these issues. For the purpose
of this study, the sexual issues were identifying, and
then search for studies were conducted in Jordan on the
specific sexua issues through EPSCO and ERIC
databases and Google and reviewed of Arabic Journals.
The studies reviewed in the current study were selected
according to these conditions. talked about (PWID)
and it was conducted in Jordan during (2013-2018), in
each one of the studies, used instrument have validity
and reliability and focuses on of these topics
Sterilization of persons with ID (Hysterectomy), sex
education for (PWID), abortion of women with ID and
marriage of (PWID). After that, the researcher found 6
studies that meet the conditions, and 4 of these studies
for the researcher, Table 1 shows of these studies. It
was reviewed studies that have fulfilled the conditions,
this review was included a brief introduction and the
most important points which indicated it in the study,
then talking about aims, sample, instrument, results
and the most important conclusions in each studly.

Results and Discussions:

To answer the first question” what are the attitudes of
the Jordanians towards hysterectomy for girls with ID?
“There are two studies were conducted in Jordan about
hysterectomy for girls with ID, the results of these
studies were “the attitudes of mothers towards
hysterectomy of their daughter with ID were negative
(17). And the degree of acceptance of parents of girls
with ID for the hysterectomy of their daughter with ID
was low (19). These results agree with the result of
Odeh and AlTarawneh study (22) which indicated that
most of the Omani mothers refused hysterectomy for
their daughters with ID. Both Jordan and Oman signed

(25), Stefansdottir (26) these studies talked about
sterilization and hysterectomy for women and girls
with ID before (CRPD).

To answer the second question” What are the
attitudes of the Jordanians teachers of special education
towards teaching sex education topics for (PWID)?”
there are two studies were conducted in Jordan about
teaching sex education topics for (PWID). Both results
of these studies indicated that “The attitudes of female
teachers of specia education towards teaching sex
education topic were positive. These the results agree
with the results of these studies (27 - 30).

To answer the third question” What are the attitudes
of the Jordanians towards the marriage of Persons with
mild ID? “There is one study was conducted in Jordan
about the marriage of (PWID) (10). The results of this
study indicated that the attitudes of Jordanians towards
the marriage of persons with mild ID were negative
and the percentage of Jordanians who refused marriage
of the persons with mild ID was (50.9%). These the
results agree with the results of these studies (31 - 35).
And disagree with the result of May and Simpson
study (36).

To answer the fourth question” What are the
attitudes of the Jordanians towards the abortion of
deformed fetuses?” there is one study was conducted in
Jordan about abortion of deformed fetuses (21). In this
study there is an indication that a large percentage of
Jordanians believe that when the (PWID) marry, they
will have children with ID or that the fetuses of women
with ID will be deformed (2, 10, 21). So, most
Jordanians support the abortion of women with ID
because there is a high probability that fetus may be
deformed or they have children with ID or inability to
care of their children when they are born.

the results of this study indicated that the percentage of
Jordanians who refused the abortion of deformed
fetusesis (43.5%) (21).

In general, both studies which were conducted in
Jordan about hysterectomy of the girls with ID
indicated that the attitudes of parents towards
hysterectomy of their girls with ID were negative (17,
19). According to the teaching of sex educations topics
for persons with ID, the studies indicated that the
attitudes of teachers of special education in pre and
during- service towards teaching sex education topics
for the persons with ID were postive (2, 3). The
percentage of Jordanians who refused marriage of
persons with a mild intellectual disability was 50.9%
(10). With regard to the abortion of women with D,
there is no direct study in Jordan about abortion of
women with ID, but there is one study indicated that
sometimes the pregnant women with ID are aborting
because of the fear of having children with ID or
inability to care of their children. Generaly, the
percentage of Jordanians who refused abortion fetuses
is43.5% (21).

Implications:

Marriage and having children are right for persons with
ID, but there are many concerns that prevent some
persons with 1D from obtaining these rights such as:
some people believe that the persons with ID unaware
of sexud life and different responsibilities of marriage.
Consequently, their marriage will fail or they will have
children with ID. Generaly, some studies have been
reviewed indicated that some persons with ID
especialy those with mild ID want to marry and have
children. There is an indication to these persons can
assume the responsibilities of marriage and succeed in
their marriage, and that their divorce rates are similar
to those persons without disabilities. It is aso not al
the causes of 1D are hereditary, so there is no need to
hysterectomy or abortion of women with ID, because
of the fear of having children with ID. This requires,
presented programs include teaching sex education
topics for persons with ID in accordance with the
prevailing cultural norms and society, and teaching
these topics should be by teachers of special education

and cooperating with the families of persons with ID
then, follow- up that and evaluation of these programs.
According the dterilization of girls with 1D by
hysterectomy to avoid embarrassment and the inability
of girls with ID to take care of themselves during the
menstrual period and the fear of illegal pregnancy; sex
education programs offered to the persons with 1D
make girls with ID can take care of herself during
menstruation and maintain her personal cleanliness, as
well as help her to express herself in case of exposure
to sexual abuse or harassment. Generaly, the studies
indicate that hysterectomy of girls with ID does not
prevent sexua abuse, but lead to increase that and it
has negative effects on the health girls with ID must
raising awareness of them.

Trends Research in Sexual Issues for persons with ID:

All studies reviewed have confirmed the importance on
teaching of sex education topics for persons with ID,
aso it indicated to the lack of teaching these topicsin
the centers of specid education because of
embarrassment and shame of talking about these topics
in the Eastern communities like Jordan. Based on the
above, teachers of special education pre and during —
service should be prepared to teach sex education
topics for persons with disabilities and it is important
to involve parents of the persons with 1D in teaching
these topics to their children with teachers. This
requires knowing the attitudes of parents toward
teaching sex education topics to their children with 1D
and clarify the importance of teaching these topics to
their children. Then sex education programs must be
provided to the persons with ID in proportion to the
culture and norms of the Jordanian community, these
programs are implemented jointly by teachers of
specia education and parents of the persons with ID
and evaluated the effectiveness of these programs.
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
